Japanese pianists won the second and fourth prizes in the 18th International Fryderyk
Chopin Competition in the Polish capital on Thursday.

Kyohei Sorita won joint second prize and Aimi Kobayashi won joint fourth prize in the
*prestigious competition held every five years.

Tokyo-born Sorita, 27, has become the first Japanese pianist to finish second in the
competition since Mitsuko Uchida in 1970, tying her for the highest position ever achieved
by a Japanese pianist at the event.

With the fourth prize *claimed by Yamaguchi Prefecture-born Kobayashi, 26, this is
the first time since 2005 that two Japanese have won awards at the Chopin competition.

The winner was Canadian Bruce Liu, 24. Eight of the 12 finalists won the first to
sixth prizes. There were 87 participants overall.

Aimi Kobayashi faces the audience in the finals of the International Fryderyk Chopin
Competition in Warsaw on Wednesday.

The finals were held at the Warsaw Philharmonic Concert Hall from Monday through
Wednesday. When the results were announced early Thursday, Sorita and Kobayashi
hugged @each other with joy.

“I'm grateful to my teachers, family and friends,” Sorita said. “I'm “exceedingly
happy.”

Sorita first @made his mark during his high school days. Since completing his
studies in Moscow, he has regularly performed internationally while *honing his skills at
the Fryderyk Chopin University of Music in Warsaw.

“I watched his performance on the internet and he looked very *dignified,” said
conductor Yutaka Sado, who has performed with Sorita on a number of occasions. “It’s
really fantastic that he could play *daringly, *impeccably and perfectly on @such a big
stage.”

Kobayashi first performed with an orchestra when she was 7 and made her
international debut at 9. She studies at the Curtis Institute of Music in Philadelphia. She
was also a finalist at the previous Chopin competition in 2015, but she did not win a prize.

“T am always very proud of what she has accomplished in the high-pressure situation,”
said Meng-Chieh Liu, Kobayashi’s teacher at the Curtis Institute of Music, to The Yomiuri
Shimbun in an email. “My hope for her is to go beyond just being a pianist, but to be a
musician and an effective communicator.”

Pianist and essayist Izumiko Aoyagi, who listened to the performances in person at
the competition venue in Warsaw, said: “Mr. Sorita skillfully used his piano to *converse
with the orchestra and showed resourcefulness. Ms. Kobayashi made the best use of
delicately soft sounds to create her own musical world.”

@The 17-member *jury took a long time to reach its conclusions, delaying the
announcement of the results until the predawn hours Thursday.

“All the finalists had their *distinctive colors and gave performances that did not
quite fit into an *authentic Chopin performance,” Aoyagi said. “Therefore, opinions were
likely divided in the jury.” (The Japan News October 21, 2021)
