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People throughout the world can be *basically divided into hunters and farmers. Hunters
must be constantly *on the move to get some food. They become not only experts at chasing
their targets but also familiar with the targets’ movements. On the other hand, farmers settle
down in the same place for a long time and they wait until the *harvest time comes. Japanese
people generally belong to the farming, *agricultural type.

Foreign visitors to Japan often say they are surprised by how *polite, how *cleanly, and
how *caring the Japanese are. These characteristics came from the *communal life of an
agricultural people. Growing rice needs a lot of support from many people. So, cooperation
and diligence were essential, and these characteristics have become normal in the Japanese
people.

It is often said that the Japanese people are less *assertive than other people. At
international *conferences and other such *forums, the Japanese have been seen as people
who don’t *stand out as individuals. It is hard to know what the Japanese are really thinking.
Japanese people often don't say a clear yes or no answer so that the other party doesn't get
angry. This characteristic *undoubtedly has its roots in the cooperation and *collaboration
that are so essential to an agricultural society.
