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*Beethoven was a famous (7 composer. He was born in 1770 in Germany. His father started
teaching him to play the piano when he was four. Later, Beethoven took lessons from other
teachers. He also learned to play the violin.

In 1787, when Beethoven was seventeen, he visited *Austria. There, he played for a famous
musician named *Mozart. Beethoven moved to Austria in 1792 to study with another famous
musician, *Hayden. Beethoven lived in Austria until he died.

Beethoven played music that other people wrote. But he also liked to *improvise. Beethoven
would ask someone to play a few melodies on a piano. Then he’d sit down and play those
same few melodies, plus *add more. Soon, he created a whole new melody.

Beethoven liked to write his own music. He heard music in his head. Then he wrote the
music down on paper. He wrote by drawing musical notes across lines called *staffs. He
*rewrote his music over and over again. Finally he was pleased with his new music.

Around 1798, Beethoven began having a hard time for hearing. ( @ ), he didn't tell
people he couldn’t hear. He simply stayed away from people. He also secretly went to many
doctors. He was given an *ear trumpet to use to help him hear. But Beethoven’s hearing kept
getting worse. He became very sad but realized that he could still write and play music.

Finally he was totally *deaf when he was around 50. *Even though he couldn’t hear,
Beethoven kept playing music. He even kept making music! How did Beethoven hear music in
his head? Beethoven “heard” the melodies in his mind and then wrote them down on paper.
Softly sing aloud a song you know well, like “*Marry Had a Little Lamb.” When you sing, you
can hear the song with your ears. Now silently sing the same song to yourself in your mind.
Can you hear how it sounds inside your head?

Beethoven made his most famous *pieces of music after he was deaf. These pieces include
*Moonlight Sonata” and his *Symphony no. 5 and Symphony no. 9. Why don’t you try hearing
it in your mind like Beethoven?
